The delegates are 
distributed by the percentage of their votes in the 
primary.  A candidate must receive 15% of the vote 
to receive any delegates.  So if candidate A receives 
30% of the votes, he/she will receive 30% of the 
delegates.  Your candidate may not “win,” but can 
still gain delegates to the national convention.  South 
Carolina will have 52 delegates and 8 alternates. 
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At 10 a.m. on February 23 at the Anderson main 
library on McDuffie St., Anderson County Democrats 
will meet to organize precincts.  Each precinct will 
elect officers and delegates to the county 
convention.  This is the first step in selecting 
delegates to the state and national conventions.
