While other states and political parties are playing
hopscotch on the 2008 political primary calendar, SC
Democratic Chair Carol Fowler says that the
Democratic primary in South Carolina will still be held
on January 29. The South Carolina Democrats were
hoping to be the first primary in the South, but Florida
was a spoiler in that plan by moving its primary to
January 29 from February 2. There may be a penalty
for this move which will be decided by the National
Committee’s rules committee.

The 76 precincts in Anderson County will be
combined into 47 polling stations for the primary, so
many voters will not be voting in their customary
polling place. In a future newsletter, we will include a
map indicating combined precincts and polling
places.
