Carol Khare Fowler from Richland County has lived
in the center of South Carolina politics and has
served at the heart of Democratic politics at all levels
of the party. She is the Second Vice-chair of the
SCDP and is currently a candidate for SC party chair.

She is a member of the Democratic National
Committee and has represented South Carolina as a
delegate, alternate or standing committee member at
every Democratic National Convention since 1976.

Carol pioneered the way for women, serving
as the first woman to chair the Richland County
Democratic Party and as the first woman to represent
her county on the State Executive Committee. As
chair of the Rules Committee of the 2005 SC State
Democratic  Convention, she convinced the
convention to change party rules insuring that half of
the members of the State Executive Committee will
be women.

She has served on numerous committees
and has received numerous awards including the
2004 South Carolina Democratic Party Chairman’s
Award and in 2006 being named to the SC
Democratic Women'’s Council Hall of Fame.

In addition to Democratic Party activities,
Carol has been involved in community projects
having been a board member of such organizations
as Big Brothers, Big Sisters, The Cooperative
Ministry, and the Domestic Abuse Center of SC.

We are honored to have Carol share her
thoughts with us at our monthly meeting on April 7
and we are looking forward to her visit.

ACDP VOTES TO SUPPORT BOND

ISSUE
At the March 3 meeting, the ACDP voted
overwhelmingly to support District 5's $147 million
bond issue, which is desperately needed to provide
classrooms for the district's students. Due to the
rapid growth in Anderson County, every school in the
district has to rely on portable classrooms. Some
teachers have to roll their materials from class to
class on carts, because they have no rooms devoted
to their subjects.
A referendum will be held on Tuesday, April
24. All Democrats are urged to vote FOR the bond
issue and to encourage their friends to vote for it.
The increase in taxes will be minimal and are
projected to disappear in 2012.

The Anderson County Democratic Women were
treated to a talk by Anderson Independent-Malil
columnist, Nick Charalambous, at their February
meeting. He urged them to cross party lines to find
people of similar values to form a community-minded
party that will provide leadership in ways that will
unite rather than divide the community.

Debbie was born in Washington, DC to South
Carolina Third District Congressman and Mrs. W. J.
Bryan Dorn. She spent her childhood in both the
Washington DC area and in Greenwood, SC. She
attended public schools in Fairfax County Virginia
and in Greenwood County South Carolina. She
earned her undergraduate degree from the University
of South Carolina School of Journalism. While there
she received the Caroline McKissick Belser Award for
Distinguished Service.
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Over the last 20 years, Debbie has
committed herself to better government. She worked
in numerous political campaigns, including her
father's bid for governor in 1974, the gubernatorial
campaigns of Dick Riley and Phil Lader and the US
Senate campaign of "Pug" Ravenal. She served, in
1980, as the coordinator for the Carter campaign in
the Third Congressional District and was a
Presidential Elector from that district.

She organized and directed the South
Carolina presidential primary in the area in 2004.
Debbie also founded, edited, and co-published the
SC Political Report, a bipartisan publication on state
party politics and political happenings.

Debbie is a licensed realtor, currently
working with Coldwell Banker Caine in Anderson.
Receently, Debbie received the Coldwell Banker
International President's Elite Award for ranking
among the top 3% of sales personnel in the nation.

She has been active in many community
organizations, including the Anderson County Arts
Council, the American Cancer Society, the Anderson
Area Chamber of Commerce, the Anderson Heart
Association, the Foothills United Way, and the
YMCA. She also promotes breast cancer awareness
and mentors at-risk children for Anderson School
District 5.

Debbie has one son, Christopher, who is a
second year law student at the Charleston School of
Law.

Bakari Sellers, the youngest
member of the SC House, is
generating interest among
young voters by founding
the SC New Democrats.
Working with the Young
Democrats and College
Democrats, the New Democrats are sponsoring a
Presidential Conversation at 2 p.m. on Friday, April
27 following the presidential debate the previous day
at SC State University. The conversation will take
place at the University of South Carolina. Half of the
guestion and answer time will be reserved for those
under 25.

Who was America’s worst president? Easy
answer—George W. Bush. But there’s more to the
story than that.

A closer look at the past gives us Democrats
a gleeful discovery. All the really bad presidents
have been Republicans. The really dreadful chief
executives have been:

Warren Harding, 1921-1923.

Richard Nixon, 1969-1974.

The first Republican president was Abraham

In
addition to the giants of wickedness, the Republicans
have given the Land of the Free Andrew Johnson,
Ulysses Grant, Calvin Coolidge and Herbert Hoover,
bringing the total up to seven out of twenty since the
Civil War.

For the Democrats - none out of eight.
